
Roof replacement, landscaping, updating our Bylaws 
and creating an emergency plan are our main priorities 
for 2010. 

We will also be completing the road project begun in 
2009. 

Roofs will be evaluated and a determination of which 
roofs take priority will be put into place. This is a multi-
year project, with at least 4 roofs done per year until all 
have been replaced. 

The Landscape committee will be overseeing new tree plantings and general landscaping. There is a plan to have at 
least 10-15 trees planted this spring. Co-owners may have an opportunity to purchase trees at a discount.  If you are 
interested in purchasing a tree please contact Select Community Management. 

The Bylaws committee has worked to identify key modifications to our current Bylaws. Bylaws impact how the com-
plex is run. Poorly written bylaws can also have an effect on how units sell. This is the first time we’ve looked at updating 
our Bylaws since they were written in 1996. 

The Bylaws have been updated and reviewed by the Association attorney. A 2/3 majority vote of co-owners and first 
mortgage holders must approve the new version before they can take effect. 
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and making sure they 
are followed. 

· All children under the 
age of 18 must be  ac-
companied by an adult 
co-owner/resident. 

· No pets are permitted 
in the pool area. 

· All persons must 
shower before entering 
the pool to ensure sun-
tan oils, lotions, pow-
ders, etc. are removed.  

Pool opens for season on May 28 

Priorities for 2010 

The pool will re-open Fri-
day, May 28. The pool is 
open from 9 a.m.-10 p.m. 
daily.  

 We had some problems 
last year with the fence be-
ing damaged by people 
climbing over it. Co-owners/
residents should only enter 
the pool via the cabana 
doors.  

Cabana doors should not 
be propped open. Everyone 
should use their key to enter.   

We ask that all follow pool 
rules, which include: 

· Large flotation objects 
or large toys are not 
permitted in the pool. 

· Profanity, running, 
jumping, boisterous or 
rough behavior is not 
permitted.  

· Glass containers, 
breakable objects, 
food, gum and alcoholic 

beverages are not per-
mitted in the pool ar-
eas. Alcoholic bever-
ages and food are per-
mitted in the cabana 
picnic table area only. 

· Co-owners can only 
bring 4 guests at a time 
to the pool and must 
remain with them. 

· Co-owners are respon-
sible for telling any 
guests the pool rules 

Spring Walk May 15 
On Saturday, May 15 the Board and Select Community Man-

agement  will be conducting the spring walk. We will start at 8 
a.m. in the pool area. 

 All co-owners are encouraged to join us while we walk 
through the buildings and around the community. 

We have provided a form for you to complete with questions/
concerns/issues which you can mail to Select before May 10 or 
attach to your front door May 15 for our review. 
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· No disposable diapers 
are permitted in the 
pool. Proper bathing 
protection must be 
worn by children that 
are still in diapers. 

· Persons who have a 
communicable dis-
ease or open wounds 
are prohibited from 
pool use by public 
health laws. 

· Co-owners are re-
minded to clean up 
after themselves (and 
guests) before leaving 
the pool area, this in-
cludes closing table 
umbrellas. 

· The gate is not  to be 
opened at any time by 
a co-owner, resident 
or guest. The gate is 
for use by mainte-
nance and emergency

This helps us all keep 
things together and documented for the overall interest of the organiza-
tion. 

Things to remember: 
·   When you see trash on the 

grounds take the time to pick it 
up. This helps keep our commu-
nity looking good. 

· Every resident is able to fill out 
a violation form to report issues 
when neighbors are not follow-
ing the rules and/or Bylaws. 
That is the only way we will 
keep on top of things and have 
an environment that is welcom-
ing to us and to others who may 
want to move here. 

It takes all of us working together 
to have a great community and en-
vironment. 

We all need to be respectful of our 
neighbors and treat one another as we 
would like to be treated. These are just 
a few reminders from the Heatherwood 
Handbook to assist us in being good 
neighbors. 

·   Guest parking exists for our 
guests to have a place to park while 
visiting here. Each resident has two 
parking spaces one inside your ga-
rage and one in your driveway just 
in front of your garage. 

·   Noise should be kept to a mini-
mum especially between the hours 
of 10 p.m. and 8 a.m. 

·   Only gas grills are allowed in this 

community per Township code. 
·   Every pet owner should be a 

good neighbor and pick up animal 
waste. There are also two waste 
receptacles on the grounds to get 
rid of the waste. It is quite incon-
siderate to leave the waste for 
someone else to walk in. 

·    We are all responsible for keep-
ing our living areas/grounds neat 
and clean. 

·   Trash containers should only be 
put out at 6 p.m. or dusk on Sun-
day evening and put away Mon-
day evening.

During last year’s meeting resi-
dents suggested creating an online 
list for emergency notification.

and giving them your name, address 
and phone number. The form can be 
found online here 
www.heatherwoodcondos.com/form. 

Simply fill out your name, address 
and either a phone or email. If you 
are a landlord and wish to be notified 
alongside your tenant, put your ten-
ant’s unit address and contact infor-
mation in the special instruction box. 
For non-residents: the address en-
tered should be your home address 
not the unit’s. 

In the instruction box indicate how 
you would prefer to be contacted in 
case of an emergency. 

One of the major projects last year was the road pr oject. Both Millbrook Trail and Heatherwood Lane we re 
ripped to the base and replaced with fresh asphalt.  This spring some touchup work will be done to comp lete the 
project. 

The board has initiated steps to establish an emergency plan. We hope to never have to use the Emergency Plan, but 
we wish to be prepared in case of a fire or natural disaster. The plan will oversee how repairs are made and people noti-
fied of what to do in case of an emergency at the complex. We are establishing the overall Emergency plan per guide-
lines prepared in part by the Department of Community Affairs, Division of Emergency Management. 

Our insurance agent provided a thorough review of the Association’s policy. We are assured that the policy is good 
and is in compliance with our Bylaws. 

In addition, there is a new emergency contact listing on our website. Please see article above regarding it. 
Another priority for the board is general maintenance. As part of that we have finished replacing exterior doors on 

buildings 4, 7 and 16.

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Per the requirements of the Association By-
laws under Article XIII paragraph 13.1, here is 
disclosure of financial operations for calendar 
year 2009: 

Co-owners are reminded that, per state law, they are 
required to turn in a copy of their lease to the associa-
tion. 

Our condominium documents require that every 
homeowner renting or leasing their unit inform the Asso-
ciation in writing prior to renting or leasing and provide a 
copy of the lease. It also requires that  the lease be no 
less than one year in term unless approved in writing by 
the Association and that the homeowner cannot lease 
less than the entire unit. 

Pittsfield Township also requires landlords to register 
with the township for  biennial Property Maintenance 
Rental Housing Inspection. A copy of the Certificate of 
Compliance must also be filed with the Association.  

Failure to do either of these things will result in viola-
tions being sent to the co-owner.   

The Certificate of Compliance expires two years after 
the date it is issued.
